Northfield Board of Education.

Type 3

a) Provides service to residents of the City of Northfield and is
located/headquartered in the City of Northfield.

b) Not supported by items a) and b) in Type 2 above.
Conflicts

A conflict shall be deemed to exist when two or more applications have been
submitted, but none have yet been approved by City Council, and contain a
duplicate in date and/or location.

e On or before March 31, a lottery will be conducted by the City Clerk when
a duplicate/conflict occurs.

e Type 1 organizations will be considered first and take preference over
Type 2 and Type 3 organizations.



e Type 2 and Type 3 organizations will be considered thereafter with Type 2
: taking preference over Type 3.

e Applications filed on or after April 1* will be considered on a first-come,
first-served basis. If a conflict occurs with an application previously
approved, an alternate date will be established in consultation with the
organization and the City Clerk.

e No applications are to be filed prior to the end of one year for the
following year.
